Do not move wheeled marquees with protective cover on. Please see moving instructions below.

Set Up Instructions - 6x6

Recommended procedure below. For safety reasons it is recommended that 4 persons set up any marquee.

Set brakes to “off *

Grusp marquee truss bGFS
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Walk backwards and open frame
fully (ensure there are no trip hazards). posifion.

Apply brakes to “on”

Starting with inner legs, liff roof
connectors until pin locks into position.
Repeat for corner legs.

Attach roof straps by looping straps
around frame and engaging clip.

Front legs extend to half way, repeat for
back legs then middle legs.

Front legs extend to full height, repeat
for back legs then middle legs.

Insert center leg and extend completely.

Fit Tie Down Straps, Sandbags, Steel
Pins or Weight Plates and anchor
marquee into position.

(page 7 & 8) for applicable hold down
weight methods.
